b.  Request to the Parish Council to install staggered barriers or similar at the junction of the footpath 1 spur and Satchell Lane

A member of the public emailed re lack of safety (staggered) barriers where footpath 1 spur meets Satchell Lane at the northern end of Mercury View.   The concern is that from September her grandchild will be cycling this route daily and the spur is quite steep to its junction with Satchell Lane where there is no footpath.    Historically installing staggered barriers at the road end of this footpath has been brought up several times over the years.   The problem has been that there is one garage to the rear of Mercury View and resident(s) of the end terrace property have in the past provided documentation/deeds stating that they have the right of vehicular access from Satchell Lane to that garage.

 

There would need to be a compromise to make the junction of this footpath and Satchell Lane safer as well as allowing vehicular access.    It is understood the vehicular access is very rarely used but each time this issue has been raised, the resident(s) have proved their right(s) and a staggered barrier has not been permitted.

The points relating to safety, children and those on scooters, skateboards or bicycles being at risk from a serious accident had been raised previously to no avail.   The narrowness of the footpath was highlighted and the point made that a vehicle had been taken up there, not often but on occasion and as no acceptable compromise could be found, no action could be taken previously.

 

The Parish Council has been requested to re-visit this issue, it is recommended that on this occasion the BHH LAC could also be involved together with EBC engineers who may be able to come up with a compromise? Time has passed and it was noted that there was a new resident in the property so it was an appropriate time to take up this issue again.  
Cllr Paula Saunderson proposed, Cllr Mrs Blackman seconded a majority agreed and

All Councillors have been sent a copy of the letter relating to the non-boating area which, the Harbour Master said, had been introduced early because of hot weather in advance of consulting the Parish Council.      The Clerk advised that the Byelaws should be signed off within a couple of weeks.    The Harbour Master also asked the Parish Council’s view on a gate across the bridging span, which could be locked at certain times and also whether the Parish Council would help fund a “ non-boat/berthing pontoon”.
Following a thorough discussion it was felt that for the Councillors to be able to make a decision the Harbour Master would need to produce a draft sketch of his proposals and the Clerk was asked to obtain this.

There was also an ongoing consultation regarding the implications of possibly modifying or removing the cap on 3,261 moorings on the River Hamble.   Cllr Fish would let the Clerk have a copy of his letter.
