Following the resignation of the Clerk, Kate Cullen, the Chairman expressed thanks for her services.  The new Clerk, Brendan Gibbs, would take up office on Monday 16 May 2011.  The Council appointed Judy Hickman as Minutes Secretary.  Jackie Bevis joined the office staff and had been appointed as Assistant Clerk to job share with Lorraine Smith.

The Annual Report was presented in a new format.

Asset Transfers

During the year the Parish Council had taken on from Eastleigh Borough Council the Foreshore Toilets, Mercury Estate and Westfield Common, Donkey Derby Field, Public Open Spaces, Green Lane and the Village Green.  Further assets would be taken on during the year.
Additionally it had become the freehold owner, for a small payment, of the former BP sports ground which would be used by the Scouts, Hamble Football Club and the Squash Club.
3 Year Plan
The Council had started a 3-year plan to evaluate and improve its assets and development.  A financial structure had been formulated for each of the assets over the period.

Skate Board Park

Final approval had been given to spend £60,000 from Developer’s Contributions and part reserves to provide a new Skate Board Park at Mount Pleasant Recreation Ground.  The preliminary work had been carried out and the main construction was due to be completed before the school summer holidays.
Hamble Conservation Volunteers

Thanks were given to the Hamble Conservation volunteer group who had done a splendid job in clearing Southampton water of a vast amount of rubbish for the benefit of the Parish.  

ATA Memorial

Through the kind donations from GE Aviation to provide a model Spitfire and BP Hamble for organising the plinth, a monument at the entrance to Aquila Way had been provided in recognition of the ladies from the ATA who flew planes from Hamble during the Second World War.

PCSO
The Council had continued to fund the PCSO.  Scott Weston had resigned and Dan Selby was now providing benefit to the community.

Gravel Extraction

Unfortunately Hampshire County Council had continued to include Hamble Airfield in their plans for gravel extraction.  Two public meetings had been held to enable parishioners to respond to the Consultation.  The Council had reinstructed Adams Henry as Consultants to submit a new response.  Hopefully HCC would reconsider their actions.

Lifeboat Station

Following protracted correspondence with solicitors, the Building Agreement to provide a new Lifeboat station had been signed.  It was hoped that the building could be erected as soon as possible.
